2005 Monthly Limits for Transit Benefits

In accordance with Executive Order 13150, Executive Branch Agencies are required to provide employees with transit or vanpool passes equal to their actual commuting costs, not to exceed the maximum amount authorized by law.  The purpose of this message is to notify all employees that the new limits for the transit fringe benefit will increase from $100 to $105.

The monthly limit was changed by IRS Revenue Procedure 2004-71, dated November 19, 2004, which takes effect on January 1, 2005.  No action is needed by employees whose commuting costs are $100 or less per month, since those employees are not eligible for an increase.  However, employees whose actual commuting costs exceed $100 may request an increase to reflect their actual costs up to this new limit in 2005.  To receive the increase, complete and submit the attached form, with approving official signature, to the DOT Parking and Transit Office, located in the Southwest lobby, room PL206, Monday – Friday, 8:30am – 4:00pm. DOT transit benefit distribution begins on December 20, 2004 for the new quarter – January, February, March 2005.
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
