SUBJECT:  Transit Benefit Program Guidance

PURPOSE:  This Bulletin provides updated guidance on the Department of Transportation (DOT) Transit Benefit Program.
INFORMATION:  Currently, the maximum transit benefit  for federal employees who use mass transit and/or qualified vanpools is $115 per calendar month.  Under provisions of Executive Order 13150, Federal Workforce Transportation, dated April 22, 2000, federal agencies are required to provide qualified employees the maximum benefit consistent with the requirements of the Internal Revenue Service (IRS) regulations.
On October 16, 2008, the IRS released the Revenue Procedure 2008-66 which increases the monthly tax free Qualified Transit Fringe Benefit limits from $115 to $120 effective January 1, 2009.
